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WINGS experienced tremendous growth during 2005 and increased both its revenues and its expenditures while maintaining administrative and fundraising costs at a minimum. Through 2005, 88% of WINGS’ expenditures were spent on programmatic activities including family planning method provision, reproductive health education with adults and youth, and cervical cancer detection and treatment. Just 10% was spent on administration including administrative personnel and office maintenance. Finally, 2% of WINGS’ budget was spent on fundraising activities including quarterly newsletters and fundraising events.
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In 2005, WINGS spent a total of $237,472, up from $122,882 in 2004. Of this, $200,076 was spent increasing knowledge about and access to family planning methods, both temporary and permanent, extend cervical cancer detection and treatment services to woman in rural areas of Guatemala and to train youth about sexual and reproductive health. Just over $23,000 was spent on WINGS administrative costs, while just under $5,000 was spent on fundraising activities.  
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Over the past few years, WINGS has worked hard to increase revenue from private foundations while continuing to cultivate committed individual donors in order to solidify a funding base and allow for multi-year strategic planning. In 2005, WINGS raised a total of $384,539. Of this, 54% ($205,902) came from foundations, while 45% ($173,295) came from committed individuals. A very small amount, 1% (5,342) came from local fundraising efforts and the sale of local crafts in Guatemala and overseas. WINGS plans to drastically increase spending through 2006 with new initiatives being planned including working more specifically with men, with teachers of adolescents, with religious leaders, and in new geographic areas including: Sololá, Alta Verapaz, and the southern coastal region.  
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
